In order to have uniform procedure in solving series of operations,
MDAS rule is introduced. MDAS refers to the order in which you should
follow when carrying out a series of operations. It stands for
MULTIPLICATION, DIVISION, ADDITION, and SUBTRACTION. Order
of operations tells you to perform multiplication and division first,
working from left to right, before doing addition and subtraction.

What | Have Learned

In performing a series of two or more operations, follow the MDAS
rule.

MDAS stands for the four basic operations (Multiplication,
Division, Addition, and Subtraction).

Multiply or divide first in the order as they come from left to
right. Add or subtract in the order as they come from left to right.

Remember:

Do Multiplication or Division first before you do Addition or
Subtraction.
