A consonant blend is when two or more
consonants are blended together, but
each sound may be heard in the blend.

Digraphs - two consonant letters put together which produce
one sound.

Initial Consonant Digraph is a group of two consonant letters at
the beginning of the word.

Initial Digraph Word Examples

sh shadow, she, shovel, shop

ch charge, chariot, chapel

Final Consonant Digraph is a group of two consonant letters at
the end of the word.
Example:

Final Digraph Word Examples

sh rash, cash, hush, mash

ch beach, bunch, match
