Information are facts and details provided or learned
about something or someone. And one way to gain
information is through reading. Information will not only be
limited by reading a particular sentence, paragraph, story or
any literary piece. Basically, it can also be acquired through the
use of some sources like pictures, drawings or illustrations. And
what we have described previously are already considered as
sources of information. The words, sentences and statements
that we describe in each picture are also called information.

Remember kids that in the lower level of learning, the
basic source of information is through reading. You may also
get information from pictures, symbols and illustrations.
Describing or teling something about the picture is already
giving information. However, when you reach higher level of
your education, you will encounter that there are other sources
of information such as books, encyclopedias, magazines,
databases, newspapers, library catalog and internet. But in this
module, we will focus with the most basic that is suited for you.
