We usually form adverbs of manner by adding -ly to the
adjective:

Example:

smart-smartly

careful-carefully

If the adjective ends in e, take off the e and change into 'y
Example:
gentle- gently
simple-simply
reasonable-reasonably

If the adjective ends in =y, we usually change the =y to -l and
add ly
Example:
angry-angrily NoIsy-noisily busy- busily

If the adjective ends in -ic, we add -ally
Example:
dramatic-dramatically
fragic-tfragically
